The monograph features author's original conception of the 'universal epochal cycle' applied to the analysis of shifts epitomising the socio-historical development within shaping the global civilisation, focusing upon transitional procceses of coevolutionary nature

and actual trends shaping the image of the world in the 21-st century. The book is imbued with the spirit of contemporary globalistic discourse. Defining constraints and hipothetical ravages of universal progress requires a shift to a new paradygm of social development. In this context the concept of epochal cycles represents the global trend of abandonement of linear theoretical premises.
