INTRODUCTION

One of the objectives of the UNU/IAS is to provide young scientists with an opportunity for expanding their intellectual vision beyond the single scientific field that they may be engaged in.  UNU/IAS offers an excellent environment for young scholars to work on their research in an international environment and among a complementary group of fellow scholars.  In addition to the UNU/IAS in-house research facilities such as globally-linked computer and information systems, the Visiting and Adjunct Professor faculty of UNU/IAS provides substantial opportunities for individual and group discussion and debate on multidisciplinary approaches to research problems and findings.


Housed within the UNU/IAS’s own accommodation facilities, young scholars brought to UNU/IAS comprise a major component of the Institute’s academic community.  The Ph.D. Fellowship programme targets Ph.D. candidates from other institutions around the world who can benefit from a period of stay of up to ten months at UNU/IAS.  With a view to strengthening capacity building in developing countries, students from developing countries — particularly from developing country institutions — are especially encouraged to apply.  In this respect, UNU/IAS Fellowship Awards offer financial and material support necessary for the successful completion of doctoral research that is closely related to UNU/IAS’s own Research Programmes.  The students participate in regular in-house discussions and seminars and contribute to the UNU/IAS Working Paper Series.

CONDITIONS OF THE FELLOWSHIP

The period of fellowship is approximately ten months.  Fellows are provided with their own desk within a dedicated Ph.D. Fellow Study Room in the IAS building.  Each Fellow will be provided with a networked Dell Celeron 400 Mhz PC running Windows 2000 and MS Office software with full Internet access, including an individual e-mail account.  A limited range of other, more specialized computer hardware and software may also be available.


Fellows have access to the UNU Headquarters Library, which includes an excellent collection of UN documents.  Ph.D. Fellows would have access via the UNU Headquarters Library to various Japanese university libraries and computer databases, as well as consulting with Japanese semi‑government and government agencies where possible.


The Fellowship provides a monthly stipend of 250,000 Japanese yen, from which a monthly usage charge for accommodation is deducted (see below). Please be advised that the accommodation in the UNU/IAS residential facilities is a prerequisite condition of the Fellowship offer. 


Fellows carry out their research in Tokyo under the supervision of a UNU/IAS faculty member and/or affiliated UNU/IAS network scholars.  Selected fellows will spend two thirds of their working hours on their dissertation and one third will be spent assisting the Institute’s projects and activities.

ACCOMMODATION

Ph.D. Fellows are accommodated in the UNU/IAS Guest House, within the UNU/IAS building.  Guest House apartments are fully furnished and include kitchen and bathroom facilities.  Usage charges, including electricity and water, are as follows:


Single room apartment (for one person)
¥ 80,000 per month


Twin room apartment (for couples)
¥ 118,000 per month

GETTING TO TOKYO

UNU/IAS provides fellows with return air tickets between a fellow’s country of residence and Tokyo.

ELIGIBILITY
Applicants must be at the dissertation stage of their Ph.D. with a research proposal accepted by the candidate's university and able to make use of the UNU/IAS facilities in Tokyo to carry out their research.  Research topics should relate clearly to one of the following current research areas of the UNU/IAS:

(i) Biodiversity, Biosafety and Sustainable Development 

(ii) Information Technology for the Environment

(iii) Ecosystems and Socio-Economic Impacts 

(iv) Urban Ecosystems

(v) Ecosystems and Multilateral Institutions

Where appropriate, applicants should be competent in scientific research methodologies and computer-based analysis.  Language proficiency in English is essential.  Applicants from developing countries are particularly encouraged to apply.

STARTING DATES AND APPLICATION DEADLINES
Ph.D. fellows are selected once a year to begin in Autumn (October).

The closing date for applications is 30 June 2001 for fellowships beginning in Autumn (October) 2001.
